Criteria

Persons nominated for Honorary Awards (Honorary Doctorates/Honorary Masters/Honorary Fellows) should satisfy one or more of the following criteria:

(a)    have achieved distinction in a field connected with the activities of the University; 

(b)    be alumni of the University who have achieved distinction in the academic, religious, public service, industrial, commercial, artistic, cultural or sporting fields; 

(c)    have given distinguished service to Gloucestershire; 

(d)    have given distinguished service to the University Foundation or Church; 

(e)    have given distinguished service to the University including current and former employees and those outside the University’s employment; 

(f)     be persons of distinction who would contribute to the future development of the University e.g. by enhancing its reputation or by being a role model for staff and/or students.

Council has agreed that awards could be exceptionally presented posthumously and that a relative or other person associated with the nominee could accept the award on the latter’s behalf.
NB The Honorary Awards Committee will decide which award (of Doctorate/ Masters/Fellowship) is appropriate for a particular individual.
