CAR PARKING POLICY

INTRODUCTION 

The University’s Sustainable Development Policy approved by SMG in June 2006 is implemented through a series of dynamic and specifically focussed strategies which include Transport.

The aim of he Transport Strategy is to encourage all staff and students to walk, cycle or use public transport and to discourage and thereby reduce the use of private vehicles by those travelling to, from and between University sites and when conducting University business.

The objectives are to~:

· increase participation in cycling and walking;

· reduce the number of vehicles driven to University premises;

· reduce the number and length of journeys undertaken by University staff, students and other stakeholders.

CAR PARKING POLICY

The Car Parking Policy is intended to support the Transport Strategy by establishing University and User responsibilities in the management and usage of the facilities.

UNIVERSITY REPONSIBILITIES

· to manage the available car parking space to ensure it is used effectively and  efficiently; 

· to minimise difficulty and inconvenience for those staff, students, and visitors who have to travel to University by car; 

· to recognise and help minimise the risks to staff and students travelling to and from University in respect of personal safety by discouraging unnecessary car use; 

· to ensure that car parking is available on as fair a basis as possible, including designated disabled and motor cycle spaces, and takes into consideration essential user requirements; 

· to provide unimpeded access to University buildings for delivery vehicles and emergency services; 

· to operate a car parking charges strategy which discourages unnecessary use of cars for travel to the University.

CAR PARK USER RESPONSIBILITIES

· To park only in designated spaces;

· To display clearly a car park permit or disabled blue badge or one day parking ticket;

· To pay any car park charges or parking infringement penalties within the published timescales.

CAR PARKING CHARGES 

Car park charges and penalties will be reviewed annually by the University.

REVIEW OF CAR PARKING POLICY

The Car Parking Policy, as part of the Transport Strategy, will be monitored by the Sustainable Development Committee.
